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How to Clean Crates at the Storage Barn 

Equipment Needed: 

• A full sprayer of Rescue and a bucket with as many scrub brushes as there are people 

to scrub. Both are located inside the gated area behind the volunteer office. 

• Stack of towels & Simple Green from the cleaning shelf by the washer and dryer. 

Procedure: 

• The crates are located in the fenced area on the far side of the Storage Barn. Remove 

them and line them up in the gravel area between the buildings. The hose is wrapped 

up against the wall on the Healing Barn. In wintertime the hose will be disconnected 

and a bib placed over the spigot. Return it that way when you are done. 

• Inspect the crates: 
o If the crate is free of dirt, urine, and feces, spray inside and out with Rescue and 

let sit for at least 5 minutes and towel dry. You won’t get them completely dry, 

but dry enough to prevent mold from growing. 

o Dirty or any trace amount of urine or feces the crate needs to be scrubbed. In 

the bucket add 2 solid glugs of Simple Green, fill with water and scrub to 

remove all contaminates. Rinse with water then spray with rescue inside and 

out. Let them sit for at least 5 minutes and towel dry.  

• The crates get stacked inside the storage barn. The door code is 7531. The light 

switches are on the left when you walk through the door. Walk to the opposite end of 

the barn and open the roll door. There is a support pole against the wall to the right of 

the door that is used to hold the roll door up.  

• The crates are stored in the loft to the right of the door as you are looking at it. There 

is a light switch next to the stairs. The cat crates are stored on the left as you are 

walking up the stairs, and larger crates are on the right.  

• Once all crates are put away, close the roll door, turn off the lights, and securely shut 

the outside door. Rinse out the simple green bucket and roll up the hose. Bring 

everything back to the People Barn. Wet towels go into the dirty laundry bin by the 

washing machine.
